An Interview with Dennis Vance
Owner of The Mandolin Store, Wickenburg, Arizona

Every ABA member who has attended the Wickenburg Festi-
val in the last three years has seen Dennis Vance, on stage, giv-
ing away a new Weber mandolin as first prize in the annual Man-
dolin Contest. Many of us wind up wandering a few blocks from
the festival to his shop, The Mandolin Store, easily identified by
the giant replica of a mandolin parked on the roof at the front of
the shop. Curious to learn how the Mandolin Store became what
it is today, | asked Dennis to fill in the story and let the ABA
membership get to know him. What follows is an interview that
took place by phone and email contacts during the first week in
January.

Bill: How'd you get into the instrument selling business?
Dennis: | originally started looking for a better guitar
about 1999. | actually fell victim to an on-line con and lost a
chunk of money. | then decided | should sell my 1968 Gibson F
-5 mandolin to neutralize the money I lost. | took that
money and started buying Martin guitars and playing each for a
while and then selling it and buying another. 1 did the same
things with mandolins. My day job was traveling as a District
Manager for Ace Hardware and | was getting frustrated with all
of the driving and corporate America. So, | quit and decided to
open a niche shop that specialized in mandolins. | decided to

combine my experience in business with my passion for instru-
ments. We’ve just celebrated our fifth year in the business, which
seems like a short time for all the things we’ve been through and
all the friends we’ve made along the way.

Bill: When did you start playing and what got you started?
Dennis: My dad tried his best to get me to play guitar
when | was very young, about four or five years old. He would
tune it to an open tuning and try and get me to play. He says he
recognized that | had talent, but | had more interest in
sports. When | was ten, he got me a banjo and I could play it
fine with a pick but never got the roll. So, | gave that up. A few
years later dad had me helping him tune his guitar by me pluck-
ing the strings on another. One thing led to another and pretty
soon | was playing pretty good. Later, he took me with him
when traded a guitar for a mandolin. | fooled around with it on
the ride home, sitting in the back seat of the car and had a few
songs worked out by the time we got home.

Bill: How'd you decide to uproot from Ohio?
Dennis: My parents moved to Arizona a few years ago and

we were attracted to it. We knew we did not want to grow old in
Ohio. The nature of our business being largely mail order en-
abled us to pick where we wanted to live. We really liked Wick-
enburg and the Bluegrass festival made it a no-brainer. Now
Avrizona feels like home. We’ve got family close by and a host of
new friends.

Bill: Why mandolin store?

Dennis: | did not feel there was a store out there really
exploiting the niche to its potential. | had just as much interest in
Martin guitars but there were so many guitars stores. Now that
the business has grown, we have come full circle and are now
also selling Martin guitars--the thing that really got me started
buying and selling instruments.

Bill: What kind of musical community did you leave behind
in Ohio and what have you found in Arizona?

Dennis: We had a very strong following in Southern
Ohio. There was a stronger bluegrass community there than
there appears to be here in Arizona. | think being close to Ken-
tucky, West Virginia and the places where Bluegrass music was
born, is the reason. | hope we can help to build a stronger blue-
grass community here in the Southwest.

Bill: I noticed you used to have a link on your site to a Martin
dealer and now you carry Martin guitars--how did that come
about?

Dennis: Martin called us in November and asked us if
we were interested in becoming dealers. | had avoided it for a
few years as not to upset a friend of mine in the business. Martin
guitars were the natural choice for us. We feel this addition
really makes us "Arizona’s Bluegrass Superstore.” We have
Martin guitars, Gibson banjos and mandolins, Collings Guitars
and Weber mandolins. We are now the real deal. | guess you
might say we’re bonafide.

Bill: Martin’s a great addition. Your showroom is far too
tempting. I’ve played at least 40 different mandolins while
shopping there—Webers, Gibsons, Eastmans and last visit a
couple of nice Breedloves. Can you comment on you selec-
tion of brands to carry?

Dennis: With Weber, Collings and Eastman we have
vaulted ourselves to be their number one mandolin dealers in the
world, Breedlove too. Why? Primarily because we believe in
carrying a good selection and having it in stock so that each cus-
tomer can find the instrument that best suits their needs. All three
of these makers have high quality instruments and the price
points are widely varied, so someone looking for an affordable
first instrument has as much choice as someone looking to up-
grade to a high end instrument. We do take some nice items in
trade as well, like the early 90°s Flatirons we get from time to
time. These are sweet instruments and part of the history of man-
dolin-making. There was a time when there were few quality
choices other than Gibson. Now the marketplace has expanded
tremendously. Now there are a wide selection of boutique mak-
ers, like Jason Harshbarger at Highland Strings as well larger
scale producers like Weber, Eastman and Breedlove. | pick mak-

ers with close attention to quality materials and dependable, well
constructed instruments.

Bill: You and your wife, Kathy, actually went to China, I un-
derstand, and observed the luthiers at work at Eastman.
How was that?

Dennis: That was a tremendous experience. We went to
Beijing, did some sight-seeing and shopping and then traveled
out into the countryside to focus on Eastman. Once we arrived at
the Eastman factory, | felt like | had stepped back in time and
was in Kalamazoo, Michigan in the 60's. What | found, was a
group of people committed to producing finely hand crafted in-
struments and loving every minute of it. | was able to give input
on tone bar carving, shading of the varnish instruments, and the
headstock design on the acoustic guitars. | could not ignore the
craftsmanship and beauty of the Eastman archtop guitars, so we
now have those in our shop.  The sound and quality of the new
acoustic guitar line was incredible for the low price.

We also experienced the hustle and high-pressure street vendors
of the marketplace in Beijing. Kathy's highlight was definitely
the Pearl Market. She reminded me that nice jewelry is the same
to her as musical instruments are to me. OK, | get it now!

Bill: One of the things that struck me, having been to a lot of
music stores, is that in your store I don’t find dusty, out-of-
tune instruments or rusty strings. With such a large inven-
tory, how is that possible?

Dennis: We have a deep commitment to having the play
-ready instruments on-hand. We spend a good deal of time set-
ting the instruments up. Most manufactures will say they set up
instruments before shipping to a dealer, but in my experience that
amounts to little more than putting on the strings. A good set
up is extremely important. That’s true across the range of man-
dolins and guitars. It's important to be sure the strings are not too
high in the nut, the bridge is in the right place, and the truss rod
is adjusted properly. Our reputation for these details setting the
instruments up, having the product in stock, having a competitive
price, and just plain being fair is the reason for the success.

Bill: Dennis, you started out swapping guitars and ended up
making a reputation as a premier mandolin seller, so has the
mandolin become your favorite in the process?

Dennis: Don’t mean to disappoint you, but the guitar is
still my “main axe,” as they say.
